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Introduction

You are invited to submit an abstract (one page) to the conference proceedings. All submissions must be received by 24th of January, 2015 (Japan time). Please identify and define all abbreviations, symbols and Greek letters when first used (excluding in the title). Please use abbreviations sparingly. The International System of Units is required for all units of measurement.
Methods

Abstracts should be written in font Calibri in 12 point size, and fit on a A4 page with the margins: 2.5 cm for right, left, top, and bottom margins. Text and all titles should be aligned left. Divide your paper into Introduction, Methods, Results and Discussion, and Conclusions.
Results and discussion
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No more than one figure or table should be included and the figure/table must be positioned in text (not after References). 

Please endeavour to keep any references to a minimum. Referencing should follow the citation style of the Journal of Physiological Anthropology. In-text citations should be given by incrementing number, with the Reference List formatted in the same sequence. The following citations provide examples for formatting the reference list [1, 2].
